AN ASIATIC lion that had been
roamingin Jamnagardistrict far
away from the established lion
territoryofGir forestwas found
deadinanabandonedlimestone
mine Friday. Prima facie, forest
officials say, the big cat appears
tobeelectrocuted todeath.

Forestofficers startedscan-
ningwasteland inHansthalvil-
lageofKalavadtaluka incentral
JamnagarearlyonFridaymorn-
ing and found a carcass of a li-
oness buried in an abandoned
limestone mine. “We had got
an alert that something unto-
ward had happened and our
staff started scanning the area

in Hansthal village. During the
scanning drive, our staff noted
a foul smell emanating froman
abandoned limestone mine.
Eventually,wediscovered that
thestenchwasemanating from
thecarcassof a lioness thatwas
buried in the quarry,” K
Ramesh, Chief Conservator of
Forests (CCF), Junagadhterrito-
rial forest circle, toldThe Indian
Express.

Rameshsaid the lionesswas
believed to be five to nine years
old and had been roaming the
areasofKalavadtaluka,nearly40
km from Barda Wildlife
Sanctuary.“Thelionessthatwas
roaming in this areawas a soli-
taryanimalinKalavad.Afterget-
ting due permission from the
chiefwildlifewardenofGujarat,

we had radio-collared the li-
oness,” theCCFsaid.

Hansthal is some 100 km
fromGirnarWildlife Sanctuary,
theknownestablishedterritory
of Asiatic lions, an endangered
speciesof bigcats.

The Gujarat forest depart-
ment has also set up an Asiatic
lion gene pool centre in Barda
Wildlife Sanctuary aspart of ef-
forts to conserve the species. In
thiscentresetupinsidethesanc-
tuary, lions are kept in large en-
closures.

InJanuarythisyear,alionand
a lioness were spotted in
Sadodar village in Jamjodhpur
taluka adjoiningKalavad. A lion

had also visited BardaWildlife
Sanctuary last year. A sub-adult
lion had ventured into Kalavad
taluka in 2013 but it was caged
and transportedback toGir for-
est. Forest officers said that
Hansthal village has a lot of
wastelandthatcanbeasuitable
habitat for lions.

“Prime facie, it appears that
thelionesswaselectrocutedona
nearbyagricultural farmand its
carcasswas buried in the lime-
stonemine.However,wearestill
gathering scientific evidence to
ascertaintheexactdetailsof the
incidentandweshalltakeaction
as provided in the Wildlife
(Protection)Act,"Rameshsaid.

TWO DAYS after BJP member
Vijay Bhabhor, son of a local
party leader at Santrampur in
Mahisagardistrict,wasarrested
forlive-streaminghisbogusvot-
ingatPartampurpollingstation
under Dahod Lok Sabha con-
stituency,theMahisagardistrict
policeonThursdayarrestedhim
and booked three others for al-
legedlyassaultingandintimidat-
ing the Congress' polling agent
in Gothib village during voting
onMay7.

While Bhabhorwas arrested
andalsograntedbail in thecase,
theotherthreeaccusedareonthe
run,SantrampurpoliceInspector
KKBhuvalsaid.

The Election Commission of
India (ECI) hasdeclarednull and
voidthevotingthattookplaceat

Parthampur polling station, tak-
ing into account the report from
thereturningofficerandobserver
regardingtheirregularities,after
theman's live-streaming video
wentviral.

Though Bhabhor has been
grantedbailinbothcases–bogus
voting and assault of Congress
pollingagent–hecontinuestobe
in preventive police custody
ahead of Saturday's repolling at
Parthampurpollingstation.

Inspector K K Bhuval said,
“We arrested Bhabhor in the
polling station video case on
Wednesday andhewas granted
bailbycourt.OnThursday,hewas
againarrestedinconnectiontoan
FIR lodged onMay 8. As the of-
fencewasbailable, hewas again
grantedbail.”

“However, given the gravity
of the offence of bogus voting,
wehave kept him inpreventive
custody under Section 151 of

CrPC to ensure that he does not
indulgeinanyunlawfulactdur-
ing repolling on Saturday," the
officeradded.

Basedonacomplaintfiledby
ShanaTaviyad, thepolling agent
ofCongress'DahodcandidateDr
Prabha Taviyad, onMay 7, the
SantrampurpolicelodgedanFIR
againstBhabhorandthreeothers,
identified as Pawan Agarwal,
Piyush Bhavsar and Prakash
RumalKatara,who is amember
of thedistrictpanchayat.

Inhiscomplaint,Taviyadhas
statedthattheaccusedallegedly
assaulted himwhen hewas re-
turning home from the polling
station, as he had "prevented"
themfromcastingbogusvotes.

Taviyad,whowasthepolling
agentinbooth11ofGothibvillage
onMay7,hasallegedthataround
3pm, the accused attempted to
enter thepollingarea to cast bo-
gusvotes.

"I stalled their attempt and
asked them to return. They
abusedandthreatenedmewith
dire consequences... said they
woulddealwithmeafter Icom-
pletemypollingdaydutiesinthe
evening... As I left from the
polling station in theevening to
return home, the four accused
arrivedinavehicleandaccosted
me. They punchedmemultiple
times and attempted to abduct
mebutImanagedtoescapeand
reportedtheincidenttoapolice
officer I found on the way...,"
hesaid.

Bhabhorwas arrestedunder
sections323(voluntarilycausing
hurt), 504 (insulting to threaten
peace), 506 (2) (criminal intimi-
dation)and114(presentwhenof-
fenceiscommitted)oftheIndian
PenalCode.

On May 7, Bhabhor had
stayed in the polling booth for
five minutes, during which he

went live on Instagram. In the
over 4-minute video clip that
was later removed from social
mediaplatforms,hecanbeseen
enteringtheboothandfocussing
the camera on the EVM (elec-
tronic voting machine) and
VVPAT (voter verifiable paper
audit trail) while defying the
warningsof pollingofficials.

“Give us 10minutes,we are
sittinghere...OnlytheBJPcanrun
(here).Machine aapda baapnu
che (themachinebelongs toour
father),” he is heard saying in
Gujarati. He also claimed to cast
multiple votes, asked voters to
press theBJP's lotus symbol and
saidhewas“incontrol”ofthearea.
