Man dies in custody,
mob attacks police
outpost in Assam

GUWAHATI, MAY 23

THE DEATH of a 42-year-old
man in police custody in
Lakhimpur's Khelmati sparked
tension in area Thursday, with a
crowd throwing stones at the
outpost and Assam police sus-
pending 2 personnel in connec-
tion with the death.

The deceased, Arshab Ali, a
paint worker from West Chan-
dmari in Lakhimpur, was among
5 taken to Khelmati police out-
post Wednesday night in con-
nection to a mobile theft case. He
was accused of buying a stolen
phone.

Alidied a few hours laterand
Thursday morning, as the news
of his death spread, hundreds of
residents reached the Khelmati
police outpost. They threw sto-
nes at the building, following
which police fired 3 rounds in
the air.

Ali’s nephew Faizul Hoque
told The Indian Express, “A cou-
ple of days ago, Ali bought amo-
bile phone from a man. On
Wednesday, the police called
him and told him it was a stolen
phone and called him to thana.
He called me up and we agreed
there was no reason to worry
and he did not know it was a
stolen phone. I was supposed to
accompany him... but a police
vehicle came and picked him
up.” Hoque said he was waiting
outside the outpost when Ali
was takeninside. Ali’s family has
alleged he died after being as-
saulted inside station.

“We heard noises of people
being beaten up for about halfan
hour and then there was silence.

After another half an hour, my
uncle was brought out by 5-6 po-
lice people and taken to the hos-
pital...He was unconscious,” said
Hoque.

Lakhimpur ASP (HQs) L K
Deka said after 2 accused and 3
“co-accused”, including Ali, were
brought to the outpost, the po-
lice received information “that
there was a chance of further re-
covery of a laptop” in another
area.

“As the police were prepar-
ing toleave, Arshab Alj, sitting on
abench, fell and became uncon-
scious. A car from the outpost
immediately took him to the
Lakhimpur Medical College but
he was declared brought dead,”
he said.

On the allegations of thrash-
ing, Lakhimpur ASP (Supervision
and Inspection) Daisy Gogoi said,
“The (Ali’s) body was brought to
the morgue for inquest. Once the
final (post-mortem) report
comes, we will be able to ascer-
tain whether or not he was as-
saulted. There will be a magiste-
rial inquiry as well as a
departmental probe led by the
ASP of Biswanath district.”
Assam DGP G P Singh announ-
ced suspension of police outpost
in-charge, Dipankar Changmai,
and night sentry.

Security forces kill 7
Maoists in encounter
in Chhattisgarh

AT LEAST seven Maoists were
killed in an encounter with se-
curity forces on the inter-district
border of Narayanpur and
Bijapur districts in Chhattisgarh
Thursday afternoon.

Thursday morning, security
forces received informatiom
about the presence of military
platoon number 16 and Indravati
area committee members of
Maoists on the inter-state bor-
der. A joint team security forces
setout on an operation from dif-
ferent directions.

Aforce of around a 1,000 per-
sonnel comprised of Bastar
Fighters and District Reserve
Guards (DRG) led by DSP Rahul
Uikey and DSP Ashish Netam
and Bastar along with teams of
Special Task Force (STF).

The encounter took place in
the jurisdiction of Barsur police
station in Dantewada just 10
kilometers inside Abujhmad for-
est area. The operation began
around 11 am when Maoists
suddenly opened fired at the

forces and the intermittent fir-
ing continued till evening, Asthe
forces moved forward they
found bodies of seven Maoists
“dressed in uniform of People’s
Liberation Guerrilla Army
(PLGA)and also their weapons”.

The encounter spot is 40 kilo-
meters from Dantewada district
headquarters.

The last operation took place
here around four years ago.

Security forces who earlier
entered Naxal heartland
Abujhmad from Kanker and
Narayanpur districts earlier this
year on Thursday entered the
area from Dantewada.

Abujhmad, which is spread
across Narayanpur, Bijapur and
Dantewada, is around 4000
square kilometres wide, which
makes it larger than the state of
Goa.

On April 16, forces entered
Abujmad from Kanker and killed
29 Maoists and then on April 30
they entered the Maad area from
Narayanpur and killed another
seven Maoists.

With this encounter, total
number of Maoists killed so far
this year has gone up to 112.

“Gai ne doodh diya nahi, lekin
ghee khaane ke liye inme jhagda
shuru ho gaya (The fight over
spoils has broken out in the al-
liance). Cana country be run like
this," Modi asked, adding that at
'chaupals' in Haryana, people
will come up with “5,000 jokes"
on the "five-PM proposal".

The PM was canvassing for
Dharambir Singh, the BJP candi-
date from the Bhiwani-
Mahendragarh Lok Sabha seat in
Haryana, on the last day of cam-

paigning for the May 25 election.

Accusing the Congress of “or-
chestrating the country’s parti-
tion”, he said, “The Congress has
its vote bank in the country... For
its vote bank, it divided the coun-
try..One Bharat and two Muslim
nations were created. Now,
Congress is saying that the
Muslims hold the first right on the
remaining Bharat too. The reser-
vation that Bharat's Constitution
has given to SC, ST, OBC, they want
to snatch and give to those who
do vote jihad,” Modi said.

Targeting West Bengal CM
Mamata Banerjee, Modi said,
“What did they do in Bengal?
They gave OBC certificates to
Muslims overnight... The reserva-
tion, which should have been
given to OBCs, was being given to
Muslims and that too to 'ghus-
pathaiyes' (infiltrators)”.

The Calcutta High Court has
cancelled the OBC certificates
given to Muslims in the last 10-
to-12 years, Modi said, adding,
"had there not been the court,
what would have happened?”

“Till I am alive, no one can
snatch the reservation for Dalits
and tribals," he asserted.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT CASE

Cops reach 4th floor of AIIMS
Rishikesh in SUV, nab accused

AFTERA juniorresident doctoral-
legedly faced sexual harassment
by a nursing officer at All India
Institute of Medical Science (Al-
IMS) Rishikesh, and doctors agi-
tated demanding action, police
Tuesday drove an SUV to the
fourth floor of the hospital build-
ing to arrest the accused.

The SUV also passed througha
busy emergency triage areaonthe
first floor, and a video of the inci-
dent has been widely shared on
social media.

The alleged incident of sexual
harassment took place Sunday
evening. Nursing officer Satish
Kumaris alleged to have harassed
ajunior resident doctor inside an
operation theatre. He is also ac-
cused of sending objectionable
messages to her on WhatsApp the
nextday, including threats thathe
would die by suicide.

Dehradun SSP Ajai Singh said,
“After the May 19 incident, the
matter was initially internally
handled by the AIIMS administra-
tion. The accused was also admit-
ted to the hospital after he com-
plained of some health issues.”

The officer said doctors
protested Tuesday after which the
matter was reported to police and
anFIRwas filed under IPCsections
354 (assault or criminal force to
womanwithintent to outrage her
modesty) and 506 (criminal in-
